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Introduction

In continuation of the project “Understanding Planet Earth for
Women and Children” catalyzed by The Commonwealth
Educational Media Centre for Asia (CEMCA) and supported by
Rashtriya Vigyan Evam Prodyogiki Sanchar Parishad (RVPSP),
Department of Science and Technology, Government of India,
New Delhi targeted to bring about qualitative change in the life style
of community by diffusion of innovation, knowledge & skill for
understanding Planet Earth for Women and Children. The present
Baseline Study is tenth and the last one in series to evaluate the
impact of the programmes broadcast through Community Radio in
the Urban and Rural areas across the country. CEMCA is
continuously making efforts to achieve the goal and has been
entrusted with the following responsibilities:

» To identify the communities and conduct baseline study and
prepare demographic and socio-economic profile of the

community within the catchments area of the Community Radio
station.

» To ensure proper utilization of funds provided by the RVPSP.

» To make sure that the programmes are produced with
informative and educative contents meets the needs and taste
of the participants/listeners to understand the importance of the
environment.

» To act as a catalyst for capacity building within the students and
the women and children to be community participatory.



Profile of Delhi University Community Radio Station

Delhi University (DU), Community Radio Station - 90.4 MHz,
was inaugurated by Sh. Kapil Sibbal, Hon’ble Minister of Science
& Technology and Earth Sciences, Government of India on 2"
October 2007. It is located at School of Open Learning, University
of Delhi. The area covered by the DU C.R. station is around 10-15
km. radius. The radio station has its own broadcast and recording
studio, transmission and equipments for outdoor recordings.

In the beginning it was broadcasting four hours programmes in

two segments in morning and evening but day by day popularity of

DUCR among the students and other
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communities living in and around Delhi University ampus

improved and beneficiaries demanded increase in transmission
hours. On looking the popularity of the programmes, the broadcast

time has been enhanced by three hours i.e. morning transmission



from 8.00 am to 12.00 pm and in the evening from 4.00 pm to 7.00

pm.

DU Community Radio Station programmes are mainly based on
health, anti smoking, aids, gender sensitization, environment and
other issues related to local community as well as phone-in
programme with the experts. Spreading awareness among the
students about career guidelines, lectures, discussions, debates,
cultural programmes etc. Interactive programmes for the students
enrolled at School of Open Leaning, who could not get the
opportunities for face-to-face teaching learning process and
different community based programmes with the help of
community members residing in the adopted slum areas and the
community residing around Delhi University. It also broadcast film
music and album songs for infotainment after getting special

Baseline Study Objectives & Design

Objectives

= To encourage community people to participate in the
community radio and Planet Earth programmes for better
understanding and preservation of the environment.

— To gain an insight into the socio-economic and demographic
profile of the community.

= To explore the media practices with special reference to the
Community Radio and environment issues.

= To identify the local issue particularly related to environment
and health problems.

= To explore the acceptability of participation of women in the

Community Radio programmes.



Sample

The Baseline Study and capacity building workshop was
initiated from 06" to 13™ July 2009 (with an off on Sunday i.e. July
12" 2009). It involved sensitizing community women from the local
slum areas and university campus as well as students of Delhi
University. Around ten students from the University (DU) and 10
community members from the local slum areas and localities were

involved in the survey work, which took three days to

complete.

Learning and Ms. Vijayalakshmi Sinha, Station Manager, DU CRS
coordinated the study. On behalf of CEMCA, Dr. R. Sreedher,
Director, Ms. Rukmini Vemraju, Programme Officer and Ms. Swati
Goel, Project Coordinator provided necessary orientation and
guidelines to the Volunteers. Dr. Sreedher also projected all the
activities and events carried out by CEMCA and aim of DST

A sample of 1000 households was selected randomly in the

above-mentioned areas and one member from each household

was interviewed for the study.




The transmission was continued during the daytime of survey
and reception quality was quite clear in the areas selected for the

study.

Selection criteria for the respondents were as follows:

e Any female above 15 years of age

e Male between 15 to 18 years of age, interviews to be limited
to 30% of the total sample. Preference was given to students
for interview.

e Only one respondent per household was interviewed.






Instrument

A structured questionnaire designed by CEMCA comprising of
about 44 questions for the baseline study was used. The
guestionnaire was sent to DU for translation into Hindi and
modified to suit the local profile. The translated questionnaire was
re-checked and finalized in consultation with CEMCA before the
baseline study workshop commenced. 1100 copies of the
guestionnaire were prepared by the institution along with an equal
number of 'Planet Earth' stickers advertising the CR Channel. The
session started with Ms. Rukmini Vemraju explaining the rationale
of the baseline study, as well as the objective and the aim of

the project.

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Data Collection

In the first session, Ms. Rukmini Vemraju elucidated the data
collection process, methodology of data-collection, precautions to
be observed when visiting the areas households, and the
procedure for tabulation and Dr. Sreedher enlightened about the

concept and target of the Community Radio Station.

Second session started with mock-interviews and tips on how

to ask questions from the respondents and how to check and
verify the answers under supervision of experts from CEMCA so
that the exact information can be acquired. The mock interview

continued for one and half hour. After mock interview the queries
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raised by the volunteers were cleared instantly. A field team was
formed for data collection i.e. ten students volunteers from the DU
and ten community members from the selected areas who helped

to establish rapport with the local areas.

The process was interactive and elicited active
participation for both communities. The participants were
divided into 4 groups each comprising of about 5 people and
having two community members to assist them in their

interaction with the community people.
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The programme presentation by students of Delhi University as
RJ/Presenters was appreciated by the listeners.

In the third session the volunteers groups were chosen to the
target communities’ catchments area in DU Campus and some
interviews were conducted. It was confirmed through the process
of interviews by the volunteers that the fieldwork could be
completed within the stipulated time and to the best satisfaction of
the supervisors.

The data collection was continued on second day and third day.
Simultaneously the data entry expert from CEMCA explained the
data entry team to enter the data in the required format. All
guestionnaires were scrutinized for completeness, before sending
them for data processing at DU CR Station. Fifty questionnaires
(five percent of the total sample) were randomly selected by the
media expert from CEMCA for cross checking, forty houses were
physically checked and ten houses through telephone.

The data analysed by DU CRS was sent by e-mail to the

Project Coordinator for preparing the final report
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SALIENT FINDINGS

The Baseline Study for Delhi University Community Radio Station
was conducted at Delhi University North Campus and surrounding
areas covering 12 Slum/localities. A sample of 1000 households was
selected randomly comprising of 88.2% female respondents and
11.8% male respondents. More than half of the respondents (56.8%)
interviewed were youths. Majority of the respondents were
possessing mobile phones (65.3%). The percentage of married
respondents was 63.4% while 31.1% were unmarried. 41.1% of the
respondents were well qualified passed SSC and above. Majority of
the respondents interviewed (53.1%) were housewives followed by
23.5% students. 50.1% of the households were having tap water in
their houses. More than three fourth of the respondents (76.3%) were
using LPG/Cooking Gas. 49.4% of the respondents were using
personal toilet in their homes. A substantial proportion of respondents

(32.7%) were visiting government hospitals for their health care.
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As per study the main finding are as follows:

» Out of the sample 33.0% respondents were subscriber of the
newspaper.

> 91.7% of the respondents own TV sets with 84.7% cable
connection.

> 36.9% respondents were in possession of radio sets and
almost all the radio sets were having FM band.

> 18.9% respondents were listening to community radio
programmes.

> About half of the respondents (46.8%) were having no problem
for drinking water while 39.9% reported scarcity/unclean water,

» Majority of the respondents (90.2%) reported no environment
problem however, 7.2% respondents reported storm and
thunder problem.

» More than half (62.8%) of the respondent were interested to
participate in community radio programme.

» Almost half (48.0%) respondents desired to participate in

programme after proper training for RJ/ Announcer.

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Subject — Report on baseline study and capacity building workshop on planet earth,
arranged at Delhi university community radio with effect from 6" to 11" July 2009.

Delhi University community radio 90.4 was commissioned on 2™ October 2007. It is
located in the premises of School of Open Learning, University of Delhi at Chhatravas
Marg, Delhi. Its transmitter power is 50kwt and the reach is 10 to 15 km from Delhi
University area. Presently 7 hours programmes are being broadcast daily which are very
popular among the students of Delhi University and listeners of nearby communities. The
stationed has its own studios equipped with latest gadgets where contents are produced
and broadcasted. The station broadcast programmes mainly on community development,
educational, cultural, health, environment, science and technology. The baseline study
and capacity workshop was arranged at DUCR by CEMCA from 6 to 11" July 20, 2009
on the project planet earth for women and children. This was attended by community
members and student volunteers including CEMCA representatives. The first part of the
workshop i.e. Baseline study was conducted by the programme officer of CEMCA who
directed the participants to do survey of the identified communities, to study the socio-
economic and demographic profile of the target listeners’. The participants undertook the
job and did the surveys of the identified areas.

The second phase of the workshop i.e. capacity building began on 9™ July 2009 which
was conducted by Mrs. Karuna Srivastava, media expert, sponsored by CEMCA. First of
all she asked the particiEants to give feedback of the survey undertaken by them during
the period from 6" to 8" July 2009. The media expert thereafter explained to them how
the planning of programme could be formulated keeping in view the theme of the project
i.e. Planet earth. They were also taught the different formats of radio production like
drama discussion, talks, magazines, features, documentary features and phone in
programmes. They were also guided to involve the community people in their
programmes to make them more purposeful. Besides certain fundamentals of OB
recording technique were also taught to them like use of microphones and suitable place
for OB recordings.

The participants were divided into 5 groups for planning appropriate programmers in
different formats. Two groups were sent out in field with a small handheld recorder for
recording whereas; the other groups started contacting the experts and desired
participants for recording the programmes in studio.

The post production work was to be done on 11th July, 2009 but due to virus in the
computers of DUCR it could only be completed by 13™ July 2009. In the workshop total
5 programmes were produced as given below —

e Hamari Yamuna Nadi — This is an interview based programme recorded by
inviting two members of a NGO “Yamuna Bachao” in the studio. This NGO is
actively working to protect Yamuna River and its water conservation. The
program has tried to educate people on how to keep Yamuna clean and save its
water .The interviewer Ms. Anukampa who belongs to a community of a DUCR,

very brilliantly handled the subject.

e Radio Magazine — This has 4 items —
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1 .Global Warming /Discussion

2. A poem by Kaveri “a girl from the community “.

3. Grahon ka prabhav — An interview with Dr Biman Basu well known
scientist of CSIR

4. Kajari — Folk song of sawan by Madhav

The entire items of the radio magazine are focused on planet earth. It was
produced by Mr. Surender, a student volunteer

e (A documentary feature ) Jhuggi Jhopariyon ke niwasiyon ki aam samasyain
— The interviews of slum dwellers who belong to Sanjay Basti near Timarpur area
were recorded on the spot. They narrated their problems of poor sanitation
system, water logging, health issues etc. This was produced by Mr. Rajesh
assisted by his team members.

e A phonein i.e. an interactive program was aired on 11" July 2009 at 2.30 pm
and simultaneously was recorded and broadcasted. In this program Dr PP Singh
HOD of Hindu Rao Hospital was invited in the studio to answer questions of
people located in nearby areas. The team members’ motivated public to
participate in this phone-in program on phone .The quality of programme is very
good which was conducted by Mr. Sushant (A student Volunteer).

e Dharani — A feature entitled Dharani was produced by Mr. Anup a student
volunteer. It focused on different aspects of monsoon apart from various problems
like water logging and water prone diseases during the season.

Observation — The workshop proved to be very successful, the attitude of the
participants specially the community members was positive. They took keen interest in
field visits, OB recording and particularly phone in programmes and its techniques. The
community members of the workshop has been found to be very helpful in contacting the
lay public in identified areas for their participation in OB recording and phone in.
Interestingly, these community members mingled with student volunteers very easily and
have shown productive partnership.

The participants of this workshop have been able to understand the objective of
community radio. They learnt techniques of radio production work in different formats,
writing, announcements and scripts according to the nature of the programs. Last but not
the least, the cooperation extended by Smt Vijaylaxmi Sinha, the station manager of
DUCR needs special mention in the report. At present she is manning the station single
handed, hence some regular staff should be made available to her for successfully
running the station.
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
