Integrated Use of media technologies and ODL
for learning about health and building healthy communities
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India 
CEMCA has launched 2 community learning programmes (CLP) 
using community radio (CR) as the main mode for content 
delivery. The CLP brings together the community, health workers 
and media support organization that agree upon a relevant 
health issue for intervention. The issue is then mapped in terms 
of the typical risk behaviors and its negative consequences and 
suggested positive behaviours and the consequent benefits.  A 
variety of programme formats that engage the community are 
used to reinforce the health seeking behaviours.
